We are then moving onto visiting the Fatenhpur Sikri, the 
deserted red sandstone city, built by the great Mughal 
Emperor Akbar as his capital and palace in the late 16th 
century. It was soon abandoned after it was built when the 
locals wells went dry and it remains today in much the 
same condition that it was over 300 years ago. It is 
complete with palaces and mosques and what used to be a 
town larger than London when it was originally 
constructed. Now it is an extraordinary palace to wander 
around with its buildings in near perfect condition.
